Metro Station: Schuman (Line 1 Gare de l’Ouest/Stockel and Line 5 Erasme/Hermann-Debroux)
The Résidence Palace is located near the Rond-Point Schuman. As parking space is limited, we recommend that delegates use public transport. 
Please note that road works may still be ongoing in front of the Résidence Palace at the time of the conference, making the access less visible. Follow the signs to the specific pathways leading to the entrance. 
From Brussels International Airport - Zaventem
By train and metro:
After you exit past customs, go diagonally right and take the escalators/elevators to the lower level and then the train to the Central Railway Station (Gare Centrale/Centraal Station). Ticket price: 3 euros. Travel time: 20 minutes. From Central Railway Station, take the metro & choose direction Stockel (line 1) or direction Hermann-Debroux (line 5) till Schuman station, which is underneath the Résidence Palace. Ticket price: 1.60 euros. When you arrive at the station, just follow the arrows to the ‘Résidence Palace’ exit, which will lead you to the main entrance.
By taxi:
Taxis are located just outside the arrival hall at the airport. Taxis are metered and the cost is around 40 euros. Travel time in a taxi is anywhere from 15 minutes to 45 minutes, depending upon traffic. Taxis for wheelchair users are available from Taxi Hendriks, Tel: +32 (0)2 752 98 00; Fax: +32 (0)2 752 98 01; E-mail: info.melsbroek@hendriks.be
By shuttle:
There is a regular direct shuttle service (line 12) from the airport to Rond-Point Schuman which takes approximately 25 minutes according to the traffic. From there, you are two minutes on foot from the Résidence Palace which is located 100 meters down the rue de la Loi on your left hand side. Price of the ticket is 3 euros (4 euros if purchased inside vehicle), one way. Please note that during the week after 20.00 and on Saturdays, Sundays and holidays, it becomes line 21.

From South Railway Station/Gare du Midi (National & International Trains, Eurostar, Thalys)

By metro:
Take metro line 2 or line 6 (both direction Simonis - Elisabeth) to the Arts-Loi/Kunst-Wet station, where you must change to the metro line 1 (direction Stockel) or line 5 (direction Hermann-Debroux). Get off at Schuman which is right next to the Résidence Palace.  When you arrive at the station, just follow the arrows to the ‘Résidence Palace’ exit, which will lead you to the main entrance. Ticket price: 1.60 euros. Travel time: 20 minutes.
By taxi:
+/- 15 minutes (rate around 15 euros)
By car
When arriving in Brussels, follow the signs “Centre/Centrum”, then “Communautés européennes” which will take you to Rond-Point Schuman where the Berlaymont Building of the European Commission is also located.
